Dear Neighbors, 

 

The HOA Board members recognize the 

inconvenience being experienced by our 

community due to the extended time 

associated with the repairs to Skip Rock 

Lake.  It is the intention of the board to 

address this and complete this work as 

quickly as possible, but we do want to share 

some of the challenges we have been 

experiencing so that you can understand why 

what appears to be a simple project has taken 

so long to complete. 

 

The good news is that a contract has been 

awarded to make repairs to the north side of 

Skip Rock Lake path.  Work is scheduled to 

begin the week of June 22, 2009.  The path 

will be widened to 4ô and 4 areas of the path 

will be repaired.  The primary focus will be 

the concrete sidewalk area. The creek bed will 

be cleaned out, 3 new drain pipes will be 

installed, and riprap will be put in place to 

reroute the drainage and prevent future 

erosion.  The path will be paved with ñcrush 

and runò after the areas of poor drainage have 

been repaired.  

 

While Chesterfield County provided two 

dump truck loads of riprap to the Association 

free of charge, we were required to take 

delivery of the materials in April or the free 

offer would have been revoked.  The riprap 

has been stored on site since April thanks to 

the kindness of some of our neighbors by the 

lake who have allowed us to store it on their 

property.  Unfortunately, the delivery of the 

materials was the easy part and the process of 

review from Chesterfield County, obtaining 

bids, reviewing and modifying the bids to 

meet the County requirements and allocating 

funds to do the work took longer than 

expected.  Additional review by Chesterfield 

County to determine if the Association is 

responsible for maintenance of the south side 

of the pond is pending.  We had made some 

temporary repairs to the south side to make it 

is safe for homeowner use.   

 

Please caution children not to play in the 

areas under construction or on the riprap piles 

at Skip Rock Lake and in the overflow 

parking area at Celebration during the next 2 

weeks.   

 

Reminder: All motorized vehicles, including 

scooters, ATVôs and mini bikes, are 

prohibited around the lake and on the path.

After 6 months in office as President of the

Of those 

32 members, there are 18 active participating 

members.  That is 2.4% of the community.   

Our last event was the Summer Beach Blast.  

We had an attendance of 203 people.  We had 

2 Chairpersons (Kerrie and Tammy) and no 

committee members.  The day of the event, 

the Officers, Tammy, Kerrie and 5 members 

set up at 11 am.  8 members ran the event. 

And thanks to our husbands, we cleaned up 

and left at 1:15 am.  Kerrie, Tammy, and the 

Officers (and our spouses) returned at 8:45 

am to clean the bathrooms, kitchen, and pool 

area, so it would be ready for the community 

at 10 am. 
 

Our Spring Carnival was planned by Shelly 

and Jessica.  Without a committee, they 

pulled off the event.  The teens came out to 

run all the games.  We had 12 members there 

to help for the entire event. 

 

The cost of each large event is between $3000 

and $3500.  We rely on the membership dues 

and ticket sales to cover our expenses.  We 

are well aware of the economy and have tried 

to keep the attendance costs at a 

minimum. Even with the help of the HOA, 

the Spring Carnival lost money and the 

Summer Beach Blast covered their expenses. 
 

Our plan was to do a Casino Night for the 

establishment of the Scholarship Fund.  After 

meeting with Massino Casinos, the total 

volunteer need for this event was 100 people.  

We could not host the event due to lack of 

volunteers. 
 

The fate of the club is in the hands of the 

community.  If membership and volunteers do 

not come forward, then the club will cease to 

exist next year.  If you are new to the 

neighborhood, please join.  If you were a 

prior member, we invite you to return. Our 

next meeing will be August 10th at Festival 

House.
