Please note the following regulations in regards to
pneumatic guns in the Code of Chesterfield County.

THE CODE OF THE COUNTY OF CHESTERFIELD, VIRGINIA

Sec. 1414. Same-Pneumatic guns generally

Minor: A person under the age of 18 years.

Pneumatic gun:Any implement, designed as a gun that will expel a BB or a p
by action of pneumatic pressure, including, but not limited to a paintbalthgu
expels by action of pneumatic pressure plastic balls filled with paint for the pu
of marking the point of impact. Weapons classified as firearms are specif

excluded from this definition.

Sec. 1415. Same-Discharging pneumatic guns aoss highways, etc.

(@) No person shall discharge any pneumatic gun on or across any street, sig
alley, public road or public land of the county except on a properly constr
shooting range or on other property where firearms may be discharged.

(b) Commercial or private areas designated for use a pneumatic paintball gu
be established and operated for recreational use if in compliance with all
applicable laws or regulations. Equipment designed to protect the face and ea
be povided to participants at such recreational areas, and signs must be po
warn against entry into the paintball area by persons who are unprotec
unaware that paintball guns are in use.
