Pool Registration  
 

Hampton Parkôs pools will open on Saturday, May 23. This year several changes 

have been made to the pool pass procedure in order to ensure the best possible 

experience for residents.   A copy of the registration form is enclosed in this 

monthôs newsletter and can also be downloaded from hamptonparkonline.com.  

Several key changes to pool procedures are listed below: 

 

¶ All homeowners are required to complete a new pool registration form 

¶ Homeowners must be in good standing at time of registration ï pool access 

can be restricted if assessments are not current 

¶ Pool passes will be required for check-in system at the pool gate 

¶ Children under 12 must be accompanied at all times by a responsible 

chaperone that is 15 older and has an authorized pool pass. 

¶ Children ages 12-15 are eligible to attend the pool along if the following 

criteria is met: 

o Proof of age must be provided by a valid form of identification, e.g. 

Birth certificate 

o A signed permission form on file with the association 

o Children must turn 12 prior to September 30
th
 of the current year 

¶ Children ages 12-14 cannot chaperone underage children to the pool -  NO 

Exceptions 

¶ Visitor passes will be required for all guests 

o Each homeowner in good standing will be provided one FREE 

visitor pass at registration 

o The Visitor pass will include five family passes (family of 4) and 10 

individual passes. 

o Additional Visitor passes will be sold during normal Fun House 

hours 

Á Complete Visitor pass including five family and ten 

individual passes - $50 

Á Single Family pass - $10 

Á Single Individual pass - $5 

Á Babysitter/Extended family pass - $25 

¶ Replacement pool pass can be requested during normal Fun House hours at 

a cost of $5

Covenants Corner  

 

Hampton Parkôs Covenants state the 

following in regards to vehicles: 

 

49. VEHICLE S 

49.1 Campers; house, horse and utility 

trailers; recreational vehicles; boats; 

motorcycles; school buses or commercial 

vehicles over 6,000 pounds having dual 

wheels; inoperable 

vehicles; any 

vehicle without 

current registration 

plates; or any similar 

items, shall not be stored or parked on any lot, 

common area or street. 

 

These types of vehicles and items can only be 

parked in an area identified by the 

Association. If the Association does not 

identify such an area, they must be parked 

outside the development.  

 

a. Car Covers must be those fitted to the 

specific model it is covering with an approved 

color. Tarps or sheet plastic are not allowed. 

 

49.2 Major vehicle repairs may not be 

undertaken except in enclosed garages. Minor 

emergency repairs such as battery charging or 

changing, replacing a flat tire and 

jumpstarting are permitted in the open on any 

lot. 

 

49.3 Boats, campers, and recreational vehicles 

are permitted on residencesô driveways for a 

twenty- four (24) hour period for preparing 

and cleaning purposes. 
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Gardening Tips and Tricks  
 

Salvia ñWild Thingò ï Plant of the Month 

   

Salvia greggii 

óWild Thingô is a 

true long 

blooming easy 

care perennial.  

The plant will 

produce masses of 

hot pink, almost cherry red flowers with 

purple calyxes over lustrous green aromatic 

foliage.  It is semi-evergreen, but should be 

trimmed back to the ground in spring for best 

bloom production.   Wild Thing performs 

best in average soils.  In highly fertilized 

soils, it may have stringy growth and flop 

over.  Just give it a sunny spot and adequate 

moisture until established and you will be 

rewarded with years of all summer color.  It 

has an upright growth habit, growing to 2 

foot tall by 2 foot wide.  Additionally, this 

plant is deer, rabbit, drought resistant, loves 

hot dry sunny spots, attracts butterflies and 

hummingbirds, and is disease resistant.  So 

give it a try and see for yourself, you will be 

very impressed. 

 

Go Green! 
 

You can have a green lawn and be earth 

friendly by following these helpful hints: 

 

1. Test your soil every three years to 

maintain the proper ph.  Grasses prefer 

a pH of 6-6.5. Soil samples may be 

tested by using home test kits 

purchased at a hardware or garden 

store or samples may be sent to soil 

testing labs.  The county extension 

office or local garden centers offer 

info on soil testing. This test will 

make fertilizer and lime 

recommendations.  Consider using 

organic fertilizers. 

2. Provide 1 inch of water per week to 

established turfgrass. An easy way to 

measure the amount of water is to 

bury a tuna can ground level. This is 

also helpful in determining the length 

of time to run the sprinkler and will 

help save water.  A thorough watering 

encourages a deep root system; 

therefore, making the turf more 

drought tolerant. 

3. Do not remove more than 1/3 of the 

top growth when mowing. Removing 

too much growth will stress the plants 

and cause an excessive amount of 

thatch. Thatch is the accumulation of 

grass clippings. 

4. A healthy lawn will help with weed 

prevention by choking out the weeds 

or preventing them from germinating.  

If weeds are present consider a spot 

control with an organic herbicide 

available at a local garden center such 

as The Turf and Gardening Store. 

Now you can feel good about doing your part 

to help the environment while enjoying your 

lawn.
