Past Due Assessments  

ARB Meeting   
These difficult economic times are affecting 

many of us and our Community Association 

is not immune to this impact on homeowner 

financial conditions.  During this downturn 

we have seen a significant increase in past 

due assessments, foreclosures and 

bankruptcies.   

 

As of January 3l, 2009, the past due 

assessments for our community are $54, 809.  

This is the highest level of past due amounts 

that our Association has ever had.  This 

increase in the past due accounts could have 

serious affects our ability to meet the 

neighborhoodôs commitments and provide the 

services for which these dues are intended. 

 

Please make every effort to bring your 

account current before the 2009 Pool Season 

begins.  If you are unable to do so, please 

contact Carolyn Grimes, Community 

Manager at Community Group, 270-1800 ext 

165 or email cgrimes@communitygroup.com.   

 

The Board of Directors is willing to work 

with any homeowner who is having financial 

difficulty, but a workable payment plan must 

be submitted by the homeowner for 

consideration.  As always, this information 

will be held in the strictest of confidence.  

Unfortunately, the lack of an approved 

repayment plan will impact the homeownerôs 

use of the communityôs amenities such as the 

pool. 

 

The governing documents do provide the 

Association to turn unpaid account balances 

over to a collection attorney, place liens on 

property and use other means to collect 

unpaid balances.  In addition, the privilege of 

paying on a quarterly basis can be forfeited 

and the entire yearôs assessment called due.   

 

Spring Reminders  

The temperatures will be warming up soon 

and residents will be sprucing up for spring.  

Here are a couple reminders from your 

property manager. 

Please take a look at the exterior of your 

homes. Shutters are fading (armor all may 

breath life back into them) please paint, treat 

or have the warranty replacement 

accomplished. If your exterior siding is dirty 

and molding, please arrange for the 

exterior to be pressure washed. 

Mailboxes that are damaged 

or have rust spots, broken 

flag, dents, or broken doors 

need to be replaced, repaired or 

repainted. It is a medium size box that must 

be similar to the ones already in place. 

Mailbox posts need to be washed and painted 

in many cases. Please wash them and if paint 

is needed the color is a Benjamin Moore code 

1072. Please look at the paint and make sure 

it is not a darker brown than the color that is 

on the posts.

 of April.

Covenants Corner  

 

Hampton Parkôs Covenants state the 

following in regards to painting and staining: 

 

33. PAINTING AND STAINING  

33.1 Approval for repainting is 

required only when the siding or 

trim of a house is to be painted 

or stained a color different from 

its existing color or the shade 

differ from the original, or if 

paint is changed to stain or 

vice versa. 

 

33.2 Applications will be considered using the 

following criteria. 

 

a. The number of colors used shall be limited 

to one (1) for siding, two (2) for trim, and a 

compatible accent color for the front door. 

Only ñflatò finish paint or stain shall be used 

for siding and trim; semi- gloss may be used 

for doors. 

 

b. Trim color shall be compatible with color 

of siding and selected colors shall 

complement the roof color. 

 

c. Separate or off- set and out-buildings, such 

as storage buildings, sheds and dog houses, 

shall be repainted at the same time as the 

house and match the house color exactly.

Seasonal Lawn Tips  

There are plenty of lawn and garden chores to 

keep you busy in March. 

For immediate color in cool weather, you 

could set out pansy, viola and snapdragon 

plants. Some other good choices for early 

springôs frosty conditions are dianthus, 

calendula, bachelorôs button and Johnny-

jump-ups. 

The lawn mowing season gets started in 

March. To prepare for mowing on a weekly 

basis for the next eight months, be 

sure to change the oil in your 

lawnmower and sharpen 

its blade. Also walk 

around your lawn, 

collecting tree 

branches, twigs and 

other debris. They are 

hazardous when picked up by your mower 

and ejected at a high speed. 

The time for division is March. Clumps of 

hosta, daylily and other perennial flowers can 

be divided and replanted to increase your 

supply of plants 

Bushes growing too big for their surroundings 

can be cut back in March. This is the time of 

year to prune shrubbery, which blooms in 

summer, a group of plants which includes 

vitex, abelia and rose-of-Sharon. Also pruned 

at this time are shrubs grown for their foliage: 

juniper, burning bush, holly, boxwood and 

many others. After bloom is the time to prune 

azalea, camellia and lilac. Cutting them back 

too early will destroy their flower buds.
